He then entered St. Paul's Semima@Qttawa, where he earned degres
theology: the Bachelor in 1981 and the Master of Artd985. He also aapleted a Bachelor
Education at Ottawa University in 1980.

He was ordained to the priesthood for the diocese mmims on July 2, 1982. He completed a «
licence in Canon Law with the University of Strasbouftance, in 1992. A sabbatical yearl@9¢
allowed him to complete the Licence in Sacred Theo(&J).) at the Pontifical Gregorian Univers
in Rome, Italy.

He was ordained to the episcopacy on March 14, 1997 as Awxiahop of the Diocese of Sa
Sainte Marie. On April 26, 2002, he was appointed Bishop exakidriaCornwall and installed
the Diocese on June 17, 2002.

Bishop Durocher is member of the Executive Committe¢hef Canadian Conference of Cath
Bishops, holding the position of co-treasurer. He is alsnember of th&piscopal Commission f
Liturgy and the Sacraments (French sector) as wethadrancophone delegate of the CCCRE
International Eucharistic Congresses.

At the provincial level, Bishop Durocher chairs the Edoca€Commission of the Ontario Confenen
of Catholic Bishops.

Holocaust survivor Max Eisen was born in Moldava, in fdvener Czechoslovakia on March™5
1929. In 1939 Hungarians occupied Slovakia and eventually in 1944nhily fsas deported to
Auschwitz-Birkenau. Max, his father and his uncle worksdslave labourers but in July 1944 his
father and uncle were selected out. Max managed to suavileath march to Mauthausen, Melk
and Ebensee. He was liberated by the’7Black Panther Tank Battallion of the General Pag8bn
Army of US, on May 6, 1945. Later he went back to Czsldwakia and stayed in an orphanage
for 3 years.

Max arrived at Quebec City in October 1949 and eventuallijoronto where he has lived since.
He is the recipient of the 2004 Humanitarian Award from Eriends of Simon Wiesenthal Centre
for Holocaust Studies and the 200ikkun OlamEducation Award from Ve'ahavta.
